The tournament games will follow NFHS basketball rules, except where noted below.
The tournament committee will have complete on-site authority of all games and rules
intferpretation.

All games will be ftwenty minutes running halves with a 5-minute half-time.
Overtime period will be 2-minute stop time. Second overtime will be sudden
death.

. The final two minutes of the game will be stop time unless the point spread is

more than 15 points at the 2-minute mark.

The scoreboard will be turned of f when the point spread exceeds 25 points.
Players are required to play each half. Non-compliance will result in game
forfeiture.

Players are ejected on the fifth personal foul. Bonus fouls (1+1) apply on the 7™
team foul for each half. Double bonus will apply on the 10™ team foul.

Each team will have 3 full and one 30-second fime-out per game. Time-outs are
cumulative for overtime. An additional time-out will be given in overtime.

There will be no 30-second shot clock.

The 4™ grade boys will play with a 28.5" ball. Free throws will be shot from the
regulation free throw lines. The 4™ boys can cross line after releasing shot.

Each grade level will be divided into two pools of 3 teams. Each team will play the
other two teams of the same pool. The first place teams from each pool will play
against each other in Sunday's game. The second place teams and third place
teams will play the 2"%/3™ place teams of the other pool.

10.In case of a tie after Saturday's games 1 through 6: The 1°" tie breaker will be

least points allowed during the two games, and the 2" tie breaker will be total
point spread (for the two games) with a +13 or -13 maximum for any one game.

11. Players, parents, coaches, spectators will be removed for any unsportsmanlike

conduct.

12. An adult, over 21 years of age, must be on the bench at all times and will be

responsible for the conduct of the team.
